FIVE TORONTO ARTISTS REMIX "THE MINUTES" for THE MINUTES INTERNATIONAL.

Ultra-red's performance project SILENT|LISTEN invites people living with HIV/AIDS, service providers, researchers, and activists to enter statements into the record of the AIDS crisis in North America. In August 2006, Ultra-red presented a large-scale version at the Art Gallery of Ontario during with the XVI International AIDS Conference.  Five electronic musicians were invited to help open the record. 

Follow up to Ultra-red's THE MINUTES (PR 2-04-003), THE MINUTES INT'L features compositions by those same five artists in addition to Ultra-red members Eddie Peel and Dont Rhine. Each composition is named for one of the seven AIDS activists who hosted the performance. The five Canadian musicians contributing to THE MINUTES INT'L are:

Reena Katz is a classically-trained violinist and director of the Cabbagetown Community Arts Centre in Toronto, an arts centre for low-income students. Katz is a member of the Pomegranate Squad, a nine member women's ensemble. Her solo project Needletrade fuses Klezmer music with electronics. 

Best known by the name Polmo Polpo, Sandro Perri combines traditional instruments with electronic experiments. From minimal techno to his recent forays into pop, Perri's music mines an on-going interest in the lap steel guitar. Perri's releases have appeared on labels such as Montreal's Constellation and his own Audi Sensa imprint. 

Scott Kerr is one quarter of the queercore band, Kids On TV. In 2005 the band collaborated with legend Boy George on a remix of their song "Breakdance Hunx". Their remix of Lesbians On Ecstasy's "Bitchsy" appeared on the remix album GIGGLES IN THE DARK. Kids On TV are currently working on a new album for the Chicks On Speed label. 

Isabelle Noël is a Montreal sound artist, DJ, and composer based in Toronto. Under the name Miau Miau TM, she explores a unique sound that combines vintage Francophone pop and stuttering beats. Miau Miau TM recently appeared on Public Record's A SILENCE BROKEN (PR 2.04.001).

Andrew Zealley's audio work encompasses film and television scoring, cross-media collaborations with musicians and non-musicians, and audio installations for gallery environments. In addition to recording under his own name, Zealley also records as PSBEUYS, who earlier this year appeared on Public Record's A SILENCE BROKEN.
