fifteen sound artists answer, what is the sound of the war on the poor?

When the curators of the radio program ctrl_alt_del for the 2007 Istanbul Biennial invited Ultra-red to submit a project, the collective answered by dispatching an international call. Tapping into their networks of artists, community organizers, and activists, Ultra-red asked fifteen individuals and groups to compose a one-minute sound piece that responded to the question: "What is the sound of the war on the poor?" Fifteen sound files, one-minute in length per file, the resulting program has been broadcast on radio stations across Europe, the Middle East, and North America. 

Now, Ultra-red release the project for free download courtesy their online record label, Public Record, as the mini-album, FIFTEEN SOUNDS OF THE WAR ON THE POOR. Contributors to the project include groups like England's Rural Racism Project and video artists such as Knut Åsdam, Michelle Dizon and Ashley Hunt. Also appearing on the mini-album are sound artists Alejandra and Aeron of Lucky Kitchen, Checkpoint 303, PS Beuys and Isabelle Noël, Anton Nikkilä, and Jennifer Rarick. Rounding off the cast are familiar names to Public Record; Christopher DeLaurenti, Elliot Perkins, Terre Thaemlitz, and Jack Tactic. 

With sounds ranging from field recordings, re-appropriated sound-bites, mini-symphonies to spoken rants, the mini-album challenges artists and listeners to think through the question of poverty and the fight against poverty, according to an analysis of the ear: 

What is the sound . . . 

What is the sound of the war . . .

What is the sound of the war on the poor?

Public record will release future compilations, thus extending the invitation for contributions to any and all interested organizers, artists and activists - movements, groups and individuals. 

All are invited to send a one-minute audio recording in response to the question, "What is the sound of the war on the poor?" Send WAV or AIFF files (no MP3 or other compressed formats) to info@ultrared.org. Length per submission must be exactly one-minute. Entries over one-minute will be edited. Selected contributions will be posted to Public Record. We are eager to hear from you.
